Core Project:  Pacific RISA Water Project (Pearl Harbor Aquifer)

· Natural Wildlife Refuges out towards Barbers Point that could benefit from understanding water issues in the system, and changes to the water system; also, impacts of sea level rise on salinity of aquifer.
· Precipitation – Rainfall Atlas

· Timm & Hamilton – Downscaling projects; Reduction in rainfall from climate info – publication

· Drought resilience (Anderson) – socioeconomic impacts on agriculture sector

· Contamination & potential to minimize impacts – non-point solution; pesticides; military use; water reclamation  (EPA water quality)

· Outreach on climate/drought (NIDIS) and translation of climate science for decision makers is planned as part of the project – potential synergy with: wildfire mitigation planning; opportunity for CONSERVATION OUTREACH (with Board of Water Supply?)

· HiOOS – watershed threshold system; sensors in the Ala Wai (ocean side of the RISA project); stream gauges
· NOAA PRC – historical and place-based information educational program

· NOAA PRC – drilling well (hundreds of feet down in Ford Island) – new water data pt

· Topical Dialogues (131) – Coordination of the way that all of the research dialogues related to the project area conducted; ensuring that other PaCIS-listed projects can build off of coordinated methods for research and outreach

PaCIS Actions:

1) Help with data quality control and review of downscaling applications – development of climatologies

2) Potential Gap - Data sharing – PaCIS may provide a role in ensuring that relevant data is acquired for end-to-end modeling of water systems and for development of climate scenarios
